The fiftieth day of Easter will celebrate the gifts of
the Spirit on Pentecost Sunday, May 23,
culminating the 7 Sundays of Easter. The
importance of this season is made visible to us
by the prominence of the paschal candle as the
primary symbol of the resurrection, by white
paraments and vestments, by music and song
that celebrates the resurrection.

May 23, Day of Pentecost : Red as the color of
fire is used on this day when we remember the
tongues of fire descended on the crowd in
Jerusalem. In contrast to the color of Scarlet,
Pentecost's Red is a bright color.

May 30, The Holy Trinity : White is used this day
as an expression of joy in the mystery of the
Triune God.
